Have you seen a squirrel?

OUR NATIVE red squirrel has been declining across the UK for many years due to competition from its larger, grey, American cousin. Red squirrels are just managing to hold out in Scotland, but they need our help. The North East Scotland Action Plan for the Red Squirrel was launched by the Lord Provost of Aberdeen in Hazlehead Park in June 2002. It aims to improve the natural habitats that red squirrels need. Since the launch of the plan the Grampian Squirrel Group have been encouraging woodland managers to take appropriate actions in their woods. But is it working? Everyone can help by recording any sightings of red or grey squirrels in the North East.  Simply fill out the NESBReC Red Squirrel Survey Form and return to the address at the top of the form, or send your records directly via the North East Scotland Biological Records Centre website http://www.nesbrec.org.uk/
We need the basic information of what you saw, when, where and your name. Remember that some grey squirrels can look red but only red squirrels have ear tufts and are generally smaller.
