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SUMMARY

Wood pastures and parklands are historic man made landscapes that typically consist of patches of wooded areas separated by grazed or mown grassland.  Veteran boundary trees are remnants of this landscape and provide valuable habitat to other wildlife. In North East Scotland parkland is generally more widespread and is thought to cover approximately 2,200 ha, while pasture covers around 100ha.  

The primary native tree species include Wych elm, ash, alder, oak, birch, Scot’s pine and yew, but non-native species also provide valuable habitats, such as beech and sycamore.  These trees are host to several important species of lichens, mosses and invertebrates, and birds and bats depend on the trees for nest and roost sites.

Factors currently affecting these habitats include changes in management practices, a lack of knowledge about the importance of the habitats and the species within them, housing developments, disease and pollution.  This Action Plan aims to initiate actions that will encourage increased maintenance, restoration and awareness of wood parkland, pasture and boundary trees.

1. CURRENT STATUS

1.1 Definition

Wood pasture and parkland habitats are the products of historic land management systems and represent vegetation structure rather than being a particular plant community.  Typically this structure consists of large open grown trees at various densities in a matrix of grazed or mown grassland.  Ancient wood pasture can take a number of forms.  The trees are separated by long-established semi-natural ground flora resulting from the history of grazing between the trees.  Where grazing has ceased these may have since become overgrown with rank gasses and scrub, or infilled with established secondary woodland, or underplanted.  Parkland is a distinct type of wood pasture which tends to be associated with designed landscapes and large estates in the lowlands.  Parklands tend to be fairly intensively managed and often include exotic and naturalised species (Holl and Smith, 2002). Grazing is traditionally common to both.

A veteran tree is defined as  “a tree that is of interest biologically, culturally or aesthetically because of its age, size or condition” (English Nature, 1999).  Old wood and standing or fallen deadwood is a valuable habitat, providing hollows for nesting birds, roosting bats and for invertebrates and fungi.  Veteran boundary trees, often found along waysides or in shelterbelts and field boundaries, have been included because these may be relics of  former wood pasture or parkland. They may provide a link to previous tree populations for local provenance issues, and they can be very important for lichens and mosses living on the bark.  Ancient trees are also an indicator and a link to historic landscapes and of significant cultural heritage interest.  

1.2 National Status 

The best estimate for the extent of wood pasture and parkland according to the UK BAP is 10-20,000 ha currently in working condition. 

1.2 Local Status

Parkland sites are more widespread in the region than wood pasture sites.  Good examples of parkland are found in the policy grounds of estates such as Fyvie, Haddo, and Fasque. Remnants of this habitat may also be found on some large farms, which previously belonged to estates.  The National Countryside Monitoring Scheme used tree spacing as the criterion to define "parkland", but the NE Biodiversity Audit 1998 states that as modern parkland is included, the NCMS figure of 2,200 ha is likely to be a considerable over-estimate of the habitat with which we are concerned here.   The Gordon District Historic Gardens and Landscapes Inventory compiled in the early 1990’s identified 186 sites of local significance.  Some like Bellabeg House are less than a hectare in size, whilst others like Fetternear House are in excess of 100 hectares. There appears to have been no comparable survey for Banff & Buchan or Kincardine & Mearns.  An investigation of the full extent of this habitat should be addressed through the action plan.  This may be assisted by the Historic Landscapes Survey, which is being trailed by Aberdeenshire Council, the Royal Commission on Ancient and Historic Monuments and Historic Scotland, and is due for completion in 2005.  

There are only a few known wood pastures, for example Wood of Drum and Dinnet on Deeside and Gight in Aberdeenshire.  It is estimated that there are at least 100ha of wood pasture in North East Scotland.  Boundary trees are found on roadsides and field edges and at present only a small number have been noted as important habitats, e.g at Haddo, Keith Hall. 
2. ECOLOGICAL DATA

2.1 Tree Species

Wych elm, ash, alder, oak, birch, Scots pine and yew are the primary species.  Beech, sycamore, lime, horse chestnut and veteran Douglas fir and larch, although non-native, can also provide valuable habitat.  Due to the variety of species that can make up these habitats, both native and non-native, each site must be judged on its merit.

2.2 Associated Species

Several UK Priority Species, some of which are also rarities, are associated with veteran trees and wood pasture and parkland habitats.  For example, the orange-fruited elm lichen Caloplaca luteoalba and the lichen Baccidia incompta are found on wych elms at Haddo, the only known site in North East Scotland.  There are only five sites in Scotland known to host the blunt-leaved bristle-moss Orthotrichum obtusifolium.  Here in North East Scotland, the moss grows on just 8 sycamore and wych elm trees at Leith Hall.  The pale-edged shield lichen Parmelia subargentifera is a species of conservation concern, which is known at a single site, on a walnut tree at the Burn House, Edzell.  Another lichen, Leptogium saturnium, listed as vulnerable in the Red Data Book, has been found on roadside ash trees at Monymusk. 

A number of important bird and bat species depend on the mature trees associated with this habitat, including spotted flycatcher, barn owl, pipistrelle and Daubenton’s Bat.

Invertebrates associated with these habitats include beetles, hoverflies, spiders and saprolytic invertebrates. There are no known local records on fungi associated with these habitats.

3. CURRENT FACTORS AFFECTING THE HABITAT 

3.1 Change in management practices

Changes in management practices have resulted in a lack of planting and hence lack of younger generation of trees.  Such inappropriate management has produced a skewed age structure, resulted in breaks in continuity of dead wood habitat, and led to the loss of specialised dependent species.  Other management changes include planting to woodland, over or under grazing, and/or loss of pasture loss through conversion to arable.  Pasture improvement through reseeding, deep ploughing, fertiliser and other chemical treatments has led to damage to the soil, tree roots and epiphytes, and has caused eutrophication.

3.2 Lack of knowledge about the habitat and associated species

Lack of appreciation about the value of the habitat, neglect and loss of expertise of traditional tree management techniques (e.g. pollarding) has sometimes led to removal of veteran trees and dead wood through perceptions of safety and tidiness, especially where there is high amenity use.  Also, unsympathetic use of machinery and large vehicles damages the trees and causes compaction of soil around roots.   The lack of knowledge and expertise on the associated species, in particular invertebrates and fungi, is a significant issue for this habitat.
3.3 Development pressures 

Housing developments are taking place within parkland landscapes, as in Aberdeenshire for example, where new developments in the grounds of a listed building are used to secure funds for the viable use of the listed building.  Development may provide opportunities to enhance existing parkland, or create new parkland provided the development is sympathetic to biodiversity requirements.  However, guidance for developers will be required.  

Unsympathetic conversion to golf courses and other leisure related development is another pressure being exerted on this habitat.  
3.4 Disease

Wych elm and alder may be lost through diseases such as Dutch Elm Disease and Phytophthora hybrid respectively.  In alder, this new disease has arisen as a result of hybridisation between two species of Phytophthora, and is now present in many European countries. One potential threat to be aware of is 'Sudden Oak Death' which has caused serious mortality in oaks and other species in North America. The pathogen, a European fungus Phytophthora ramorum, is responsible for twig and foliage infection in rhododendrons and other shrubs. The impacts of the disease on shrubs in Britain and its potential for infecting European oaks are the subject of a major research effort by DEFRA, the devolved administrations and the FC. 

3.5 Pollution

Air pollution is a factor especially relevant to lichen habitat.  Eutrophication and salt pollution can affect roadside trees in particular.  Dry soils cause more dust and this can also cause a problem for lichens.

4. CURRENT ACTION

4.1 Designated sites
In Moray the Lower Findhorn Woods is a SSSI, an area of Darnaway Castle grounds adjacent to the River Findhorn. Gordon Castle (Fochabers) on the designed landscape list and, although not designated for nature conservation importance, it is adjacent to the River Spey SSSI.

4.2 Designed Landscapes

The Inventory of Gardens & Designed Landscapes in Scotland Vol 3: Highland, Orkney & Grampian gives information on sites which have landscapes of national importance. In Moray, this includes Brodie Castle, Cullen House, Darnaway Castle, Gordon Castle (Fochabers), Gordonstoun School, Innes House, all having parkland & woodland in their site description.  

There are very many designated sites in Aberdeenshire as listed in Appendix 1: Designed Landscapes in North East Scotland.

There are two sites on the Inventory of Gardens & Designed Landscapes in Aberdeen City (Not shown in Appendix 1: Confirmation required), Culter House and Duthie Park.   Victoria Park in Aberdeen is not designated, but is an important site where younger trees should be nurtured onto veteran age.

4.3 Tree Preservation Orders

TPOs relevant to this action plan are shown in Appendix 2.

4.4 Scottish Forestry Grants Scheme (SFGS).

There is nothing in SFGS guided specifically towards wood pasture or parkland management at present.  However, sites for which there is evidence of a past wood pasture (e.g. map evidence) may be considered under the landscape improvement part of the SFGS, provided that the scheme includes management of trees and increasing amount of woodland cover.  Every site will be considered on its merits. 

4.5 Management Plans

There are management plans for all the country parks and National Trust for Scotland sites, e.g. Drum…….(other examples?)
4.6 Other North East Action Plans

This Habitat Action Plan should be implemented with regard to the Wych Elm and Red Squirrel Species Action Plans.  Wych elm is an important species associated with this habitat and there may be actions that are mutually beneficial to both action plans.  With regard to the red squirrel, when considering practical action for Wood Pasture, Parkland and Boundary Trees, it should be recognised that planting of large-masted broadleaved trees (e.g. beech) is in conflict with the Red Squirrel Action Plan, because large-masted broadleaves encourage the spread of the non-native grey squirrel in areas adjacent to grey squirrel strongholds.  

5. BENEFITS

North East wood pasture and parkland habitats are clearly valuable for the species they support, which may be exclusive to only a few sites, and since these habitats are entirely the result of human influences, they have a strong cultural heritage too.  Wood pasture and parklands tend to be associated with important historic buildings as such the National Trust properties of Leith Hall and Drum.  These areas are accessible for people and therefore are already appreciated for their landscape and amenity value.  People can relate to these areas, which may be home to some well-loved veteran trees of the type that were celebrated in the recent Treefest awards, (e.g. ?), opening up excellent scope for community involvement in this action plan.  The mature trees found in these areas also provide a supply of local provenance seeds, which are easily accessible for seed gathering events.

6.1 Maintain the current extent and distribution of the total resource of wood-pasture and parkland Revised

6.2 Maintain the current extent, distribution and condition of wood-pasture and parkland that is in favourable ecological condition. Revised

6.3 Initiate in areas where examples of derelict wood-pasture and parkland occur a programme to restore 2,500ha to favourable ecological condition by 2010. Revised
6.4 By 2002 initiate the expansion of 500 ha of wood-pasture or parkland, in appropriate areas, to help reverse fragmentation and reduce the generation gap between veteran trees Revised
